The writing of Prophecies about the End of the World was prompted by the author’s own premonitory experiences of the future of mankind. Published in May 2009 by Kopp Publishers, in Germany, it has done well in its German edition. Prophecies about the End of the World contains three sections. The first deals with the flood myths of ancient civilizations; the author connects these myths to what we know of the Ice Age and to prophecies tying global warming to a global flood.  The second section discusses well-known prophecies from many times and places throughout history. These include: World War Three; the King-Messiah foretold by the Jews; the next Flood; an upcoming Three Days of Darkness; and the coming of the Antichrist and the end of capitalism, to be followed in 2050 by the commencement of a 1,000-year-long new world order. The third section describes various methods used by contemporary social scientists to predict the future. Prophecies about the End of the World is not a “2012” book. Rather, it plumbs many sources, some of them scarcely known, others not translated into English yet, to prophesize a time of enormous upheaval for the world that begins around the year 2030 and culminates in 2050 with a new allocation of man’s energies and resources on our planet.

MOTHER SHIPTON: Secrets, Lies and Prophecies

Mother Shipton was supposedly born Ursula Sontheil in 1488 in a cave beside the river Nidd in North Yorkshire, England. Close by was an ancient well with supposedly mystical powers. She was born misshapen and huge. Some thought her father was the devil. Her mother gave her up at age two and went to live in a convent. According to different books, Mother Shipton exhibited prophetic and psychic abilities from an early age. Many feared her and her mystical powers, which she invariably used to help people. She lived in the time of Henry VIII of England and predicted his victory over France at the "Battle of the Spurs" in 1513.  She foretold the dissolution of the monasteries, which indeed took place and led to the redistribution of wealth and land held by the monasteries to the emerging middle class and the existing nobility.  Many of her visions came true, within her lifetime and in subsequent centuries.  She predicted important historical events many years ahead of their time, such as the Great Fire of London in 1666 and the defeat of the Spanish Armada in 1588, as well as the advent of modern technology. She forecast her own death in 1561. 
Such are the prophecies, and their successful outcomes, that legend ascribes to Mother Shipton. But did she really exist? Did she make these predictions? Did she make others that did not come true? In Mother Shipton: Secrets, Lies and Prophecies, Fabio R. de Araujo tackles these questions, setting forth the relevant historical texts and leading us on an exciting exploration of which ones tell the truth and which do not.

200 Almost-Lost Unpublished Myths
Curt Unckel, better known as Curt Nimuendaju (1883-1945), was a German-Brazilian ethnologist, anthropologist and writer.  His works are fundamental for understanding the religion and cosmology of many native Brazilian Indians.  In 1905, two years after arriving in Brazil, Nimuendaju established contact with the Guarani people in the State of São Paulo.  Eventually he became the ranking specialist on the religions, customs, and myths of a very large number of indigenous Brazil peoples.

Dr. Alfred Métraux (1902-1963), often described as “an ethnographer’s ethnographer,” was one of the most important anthropologists and human rights leaders of the 20th century. In 1950, Dr. Métraux reported that Curt Nimuendaju had left an unpublished work, of undetermined but possibly huge scope, setting forth in detail hundreds of previously unknown (with a handful of exceptions) myths of the indigenous peoples of Brazil. Métraux, author of important works translated in many languages, hoped this work would one day be published.

The myths, collected by Nimuendaju himself over the course of 30-40 years inside the jungle and rain forest, are still unknown to the scientific community. After Nimuendaju’s death, a museum acquired a collection of about 300 of these myths.  Fabio R. de Araujo has undertaken to make them known to the contemporary reader. His work will contain an introduction, a brief biography of Curt Nimuendaju, some commentary, and above all an accurate translation of the myths from Nimuendaju's Portuguese-language typescript. THESE MYTHS HAVE NEVER BEFORE BEEN PUBLISHED IN ANY LANGUAGE, apart from a few brief excerpts in a Brazil-based Anthropology journal in the 1980s. Fabio R. de Araujo’s book 200 Almost-Lost Unpublished Myths will be completed by the end of 2010 or early 2011. It will be 200-300 pages in length. Rights are now available.

·         The 3.5 million words Sir Isaac Newton (1642-1727) wrote on biblical interpretation, Christian history, comparative mythology and alchemy even as he was putting together the Principia Mathematica. These sensational writings, heretical in Newton's time, have been gradually coming to light only since 1937;

·         The complete 2,000-page text of the transcripts of the “automatic writing” seances conducted by Irish poet W.B. Yeats (1865-1939), with his wife Georgie, in 1917-1920. These enigmatic transcripts—a tiny portion of which were brought out in 1925 as A Vision—were published, in their entirety, in three volumes, as The Vision Papers, by a group of scholars at the University of Florida, only in 1992.

Many of these documents, taken together, affirm that we live in a universe suffused throughout with conscious energy—with soul. There are hints of still-undisclosed documents in the life and work of other famous historical figures, such as Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley, Michel de Nostradamus, Jules Verne, and  H.G. Wells, among others; The Secret Life of Genius tries to trace these hints to the source and find out its contents.

The Secret Life of Genius begins with the assumption that the collapse in 1620 of Prague, then the capital of occult, astro-magical learning in Europe, is emblematic of the triumph and development of the more scientific and technological worldview that shaped our society into what it is  today. The book asserts that the magical and occult world revealed in the hitherto-hidden documents of many of the 24 men and women described in its pages offers us a glimpse of an alternate world that could still be ours. It is a world that, though overshadowed by modern scientific/technological principles, can still be glimpsed,  on the horizon, in the lightning flashes of the paranormal—and in the secret writings, now surfacing, of a distinguished group of men and women going back through the centuries.
